Wln Cornwall we would not need a new power station if we used existing
techniques to use present energy supplies more efficiently. Then while coal
lasts we have time to develop our local energy in rivers, waves, wind and
sunlight. This would create many more jobs than any nuclear plants and more
cheaply.

We could further increase our self-reliance and so control over our own affairs
by making greater use of our farmland for local needs:

— stopping further loss of good fand to housing estates, factories and roads
— encouraging allotments, small holdings and small farms so increasing
employment and the production of fresh food for iocal markets without the use
of dangerous chemicals and destructive processing.

=~ Other essential developments would be to preserve our fish stocks, re-cycle all
metals, glass, plastics and paper, give greater support to small businesses, stop
the policy of encouraging outside firms and population into Cornwall, stop the
growth of towns at the expense of villages and press for less central government
control over local government expenditure with greater public particip:#ion to
avoid waste.
